BUDGET
After many hours of meeting and studying, the Budget Committee presented a balanced budget to the Church Board, and it passed this last Tuesday night.  Because there were some "windfall" offerings in 2016 that won't happen again (one of our renters owed us a substantial amount which they paid off in 2016), there was some hare work to be done.  But we hope that all essential and core ministries have been supported, and we hope that GGSDA / OC GRACE can do what it did last year, if not better!  We invest in the building, because that is the place where the ministry happens.  Almost all the rest of the money goes to Next Generation Ministry--Sabbath Schools, Pathfinders, Adventurers, VBS, Orangewood Academy, youth, Young Adults, and First Service.  

We hope that OC Grace is a Church you can invest your heart, your soul, and your money into.  If you aren't already, we invite you to be one of our core group who just give faithfully every month--10%, 3-4% church budget.  If we help with Missions or water filters or whatever else, it is after we have supported our world church and our local church.  This is the base of everything--here, locally, and for the whole world church.  The other Divisions give 2% of their tithe to the world church.  North America gives 8%, and it used to be 10%!  And it's an honor--to be the Giver and not the Givee--we get to partner with God on blessing and keeping the whole world church going.  Our Conference is the largest, and has by far an outsized role in keeping the whole church going, and we're proud of it.  And we do it all because of the One gave it all to us.
